SUMMARY OF EXPERIENCE: Dr. Gilbert has over 45 years of international experience associated with USAID, World Bank, and other donor supported programs including approximately 25 project/activity evaluations and impact assessments to date.  He worked on Ford Foundation supported projects in Ghana and Nigeria and then as the Foundation’s agricultual program advisor for West and Central Africa (1969-74). During his two years as a visiting professor at the U. of Florida (1977-79) Dr. Gilbert became involved with Farming Systems Research related activities, including co-authoring a critical assessment of approaches. This was the beginning of an ongoing involvement with agricultural research and development in Sub Saharan Africa and S/SE Asia that has featured several evaluations, impact assessments, strategic reviews and scholarly publications. He served as project director and chief of party for USAID supported projects in West Africa as a research associate at the U. of Michigan (1983-89) and was the team leader of the Maize Research Impact in Africa study for USAID’s Africa Bureau (1990-93). He was a research associate with the UK Overseas Development Institute and a visiting research fellow at the University East Anglia during the 1990s with a major focus on process monitoring of government/NGO collaboration in agricultural development in Rajasthan, India. Dr.Gilbert’s association with NGOs in India continues up to the present with a current focus on agriculture development and internal migration. Since 2002, several assignments have been related to the USAID supported Farmer to Farmer Volunteer program, including participation in three mid term evaluations plus serving as a volunteer himself in India in 2007 and in Kenya in 2011. In 2008 he carried out an impact evaluation of the program in Ukraine, Moldova and Belarus. In 2009/10 Dr. Gilbert participated in a study of investments in plant breeding and seed systems in 6 countries in Sub Saharan Africa, S.E. Asia, Latin America and the Pacific. 
Dr. Gilbert lives in Arlee, Montana on the Flathead Reservation and is involved in a range of local conservation, wilderness and agriculture related activities.
