12. Key Experience
Overview
Harvey Demainehas an educational background in geography and agricultural development, with a strong specialization in South and Southeast Asia. His career began in the academic sphere, with professional writing in socio-economic and political development. He has worked for over 40 years in Asia and has been permanently resident in the region since 1985. In this context, he has gradually re-oriented towards practice in agricultural, rural and regional development planning and program and project management.  He was program manager for a tri-donor adaptive research project in Thailand and Indochina and latterly was long-term advisor for Danida in successive agricultural extension projects in Bangladesh. 
His main experience includes: undergraduate and postgraduate teaching, training and research supervision; poverty reduction and rural livelihoods; agricultural development and extension, with particular foci on irrigated agriculture, agricultural systems development and adaptive research, resettlement planning, aquaculture development and farmers’ organizations; decentralized development planning at provincial, district and sub-district level, with special attention to Local Development Funds and issues in good governance; environmental planning and management; and project formulation, monitoring  and evaluation. He has worked in a range of short-term assignments with multilateral and bilateral agencies, including the World Bank and Asian Development Bank, United Nations Agencies including UNDP, UNCDF, UNCHS, UNBRO, UNICEF, the European Union, the Mekong River Commission, DfID, Sida, Danida, GTZ, the Royal Thai Government and Asian Institute of Technology. 
Agricultural Development Planning
(a) Irrigated Agriculture
Harvey Demainebegan his work in agricultural development as a Research Assistant in an ODA-funded project in support of the Coordinating Committee for the Management of the Lower Mekong Basin in Thailand. This project was centered on a medium-scale dam in Northeast Thailand and was intended to be a pilot study for the land use changes which might emerge from the large dams which were planned on the Mekong mainstream.  The study conducted by SOAS in the University of London involved extensive field data collection and processing over a six-year period, although problems with dam and canal maintenance meant that it was not possible to track the expected process. As a consequence, the SOAS team supplemented their studies by review of the experience in a smaller irrigation area in the region. Demaine’s main focus in the study was the possible role of farmer organizations in facilitating adaptation to the new context, specifically the embryonic Water Users’ Groups and farmer co-operatives. However, all of these organized were sponsored by government and a key learning point was the need for real farmers’ participation.
The feeling that farmers’ participation was the key to development successful development of such organizations was the basis of Demaine’s six-month study leave from the School of Oriental and African Studies in 1976, which focused on developments in traditional irrigation systems in Southeast Asia, particularly the degree to which local organizations such as the ‘muang-fai’ systems in Thailand and the ‘gotongroyong’ and ‘subak’ systems in Indonesia formed a basis for successful management after government modernization of the system. 
(b) Upland Agriculture in Resettlement Areas
A minor dimension of the project in Northeast Thailand was the movement of population from the flooded area of the reservoir to adjacent uplands. Impressed by the poor living conditions of the settlers, Demaine developed a further interest in this issue of agricultural and rural development through his two-year secondment (1979-80) through the Overseas Development Administration to the Thai Department of Public Welfare. His responsibilities as an Advisor in this assignment focused on a number of settlements of different origin, including those formed by dam construction as well as some with the political purpose of diluting minority populations in border areas of Thailand. He extended his experience with a series of studies in the Lao PDR under the Mekong River Commission and in Vietnam under assignments with the United Centre for Human Settlements. 
Later, he took part in an ADB-supported study commissioned under the World Commission on Dams, which involved visits to the Philippines, China and Sri Lanka as well as the Lao PDR. In his recent work with Danida in Bangladesh, a large part of the focus of the resource-poor farmers in the Noakhali region has been on the particular problems of settler communities in the newly accreted areas of the coastal zone, in contexts where the settlers were not even allocated agricultural land.  Such communities demand careful consideration, requiring study of the whole livelihood resource system to identify possible interventions. Demaine expanded this focus in an assignment (in November 2013) in the design of the fisheries and livestock extension system under the Char Development and Settlement Project, Phase IV, 
(c) Agricultural Systems, Farmer Field Schools and Development of Farmers Organizations
It is the realization that resource-poor farmers in tropical Asia must develop their livelihood from a mix of different enterprises – both on-farm and off-farm – that has led Demainetowards a concentration on farming systems teaching and research and led to his willingness to involve in other sub-sectors. This systems focus is consistent with his initial training in geography and his ability to adapt easily to the Farmer Field School approach to farmer training which has been a major emphasis of his time with Danida in Bangladesh. Initially, he led the Regional Fisheries and Livestock Development Component in Noakhali in adaptation of the traditional crop-oriented FFS, with its emphasis on Integrated Pest Management towards an Integrated Fisheries and Livestock FFS, extending the curriculum to six modules spread over a period of 12-18 months and based upon a four-month Season-long Learning adapted to the different cycles of fish and livestock rearing. Latterly, he has taken the development of the Farmer Field Schools further moving Danida’s Agricultural Sector Programme Support, Phase II (ASPS II) away from a series of separate modules in crops, aquaculture and livestock to an Integrated Farm Management approach (Farm Business Schools), based upon whole farm planning for market production. This has led to the addition of a number of preparatory learning sessionsemphasizing resource analysis at community and farm level.
However, the Farming Systems approach is not based only upon the farm, but also on the development of support services to facilitate adoption of new improved technologies. Thus, in his work in Danida’s ASPS II, Demaine has also returned to his earlier focus on the development of farmer organizations. His initial experience with Danida demonstrated that the conventional training and visit approach through contracted NGOs was not effective in its poverty focus and organizations managed by farmers for the farmers (real cooperatives) and linking these to modern market systems could be a better option. Much of his time with Danida in Bangladesh was spent developing and refining this approach, the marketing of farmers’ produce through Community-based Organizations and their District level Associations based on the M4P approach. He prepared a pro bono review for the Embassy of Denmark for the development of Farmers Organizations in the new Agricultural Growth and Employment Generation Program.  He was also involved in interaction with the Katalyst II Project in the aquaculture sector and with Integrated Development Enterprises (iDE) to develop a series of ‘quick-win’ interventions. He later advised iDEon a framework for assessment of the capacity of farmers’ organizations for development development
Aquaculture Development
While at the Asian Institute of Technology, Harvey Demainewas drawn into the particular field of aquaculture development for small-scale farmers. He was identified as a resource-person by colleagues supported by ODA/DfID about to launch an adaptive research program in aquaculture development in rain-fed areas of Northeast Thailand; Demaine’s background fitted into the team and he was initially enlisted to help develop and analyze the baseline survey for the study. He was gradually drawn deeper into the team and, as Aquaculture Outreach expanded into Cambodia, the Lao PDR and Vietnam, he was asked to take on the role of Programme Coordinator. In this role, he gained a reputation as a specialist in the socio-economics of aquaculture development and assisted the AIT team in a series of studies in the Lower Mekong Basin and other contexts. He played a particular role in liaison with the partner institutions in Vietnam, while his background in geography also enabled him to play a role in studies in wetlands management coordinated by WorldFish. Latterly, he was involved in a series of workshops organized by FAO to develop indicators for measurement of impact of small-scale aquaculture for the poor (rural aquaculture). With AIT colleagues he was co-author of two significant monographs on ‘rural aquaculture’.  He became known as a specialist in aquaculture extension issues, working on a number of studies with the Mekong River Commission and FAO, especially in Vietnam. 
It was these contacts which led to his recruitment for the Danida-funded Greater Noakhali Aquaculture Extension Project, for which he was Training and Extension Advisor from 2003-2006. In this assignment he was particularly concerned with the adaptation of the models derived from the long-running Mymensingh Aquaculture Extension Project to the southern coastal deltaic regions of Bangladesh, with a particular emphasis on the development of giant freshwater prawn in ponds and paddy fields. Development of thissystem involved links between private agribusiness (hatcheries and small feed mills) and farmers’ organizations, as well as attempts to organize a certification system (process certification, organic, fair trade) to ensure market access for small-scale farmers. This involved representation of Danida/Bangladesh in international dialogues. 
He then continued as Senior Advisor under the Regional Fisheries and Livestock Development Component, in which the focus widened to include poultry and livestock husbandry for the resource-poor. He has attended a number of research workshops in Bangladesh in the livestock sector, presenting papers emphasizing systems approaches to livestock development. In the latter part of this assignment (2010-12), he was involved in the coordination of an adaptive research project with WorldFish on improving fish seed quality as a key intervention in improving system productivity. He also coordinated a wider adaptive research program in fisheries and livestock development in the Noakhali region, involving a total of 8 different studies.
Field Survey Research, Monitoring and Evaluation
Throughout his career and linked to the FAO workshops mentioned above, Harvey Demaine has been involved in socio-economic survey research, initially involving heavy data collection exercises, but later concentrating much more on participatory rural appraisal techniques. Early in his career, he was very much a hands-on practitioner, but later he has played a more advisory role directing the design of various field studies carried out by consultants and in the academic sphere, Master’s degree students. He has composed a range of reports based upon various field surveys and has offered critiques for reports done by others. In his work with Farmer Field Schools in Bangladesh, he has supported the development of Participatory Monitoring and Evaluation activities to ensure feedback to farmer clients.
During his period with RFLDC, Demaine had to deal with a Joint Sector Review and a Joint Technical Review, as well as evaluations of the Danida interventions in the aquaculture sector and in Farmer Field Schools in Bangladesh. He was a key author in the monograph on Lessons Learned in ASPS II commissioned by the Planning Commission of the Government of Bangladesh
Rural and Regional Planning and Decentralized Development
From his initial training in Geography, Harvey Demaine has been concerned with the spatial dimensions of development planning and management. After his departure from the Department of Geography at SOAS, his first career shift was to the field of rural and regional development planning under the Institute of Social Studies project of co-operation with the Asian Institute of Technology. AIT already ran a program in rural development in the sense of community development participation at the village level. The ISS team widened this program to incorporate the regional factors affecting efforts at rural development and the need to include different scales in the planning framework. Harvey Demaine headed the ISS team in AIT and sought to develop practical methods for rural development planning in the regional dimension, including the use of spatial analysis and geographical information systems. He coordinated two regional studies on how a decentralized planning approach might be expected to impact on rural development by focusing on the specific physical resource and economic potentials. 
The development of this program in AIT attracted the attention of the United Nations Capital Fund (UNCDF) and from 1996 – 2003 the two organizations ran a program introducing Local Development Funds as a basis for decentralized planning through Local Governments in four countries in Asia, Cambodia, Vietnam, Bhutan and Bangladesh. In Vietnam, Demaine was the team leader and extended the concept into the upland areas of central province of Quang Nam under the RIDEF. The Experience was shared in national and regional workshops and in a major monograph edited by Demaine and a colleague. Demaine has attempted to widen the concept of local development funds in the agricultural sector in his work in Bangladesh, through the provision of Block Grants for fisheries and livestock development activities through Local Governments to Farmer Organizations as representatives of local communities. This Block Grant scheme paralleled a more traditional program of Local Development Funds oriented towards infrastructure development in Bangladesh – the Local Governance Support Program – a program influenced by the design of the Local Planning Process in Sirajganj district in which Demaine had been involved on behalf of UNCDF in 2001-3. 
Project and Program Planning
Alongside his various short-term assignments,Harvey Demaine has been a Project/Program Manager for over twenty years now, first with the AIT Aquaculture Outreach Program between 1993 and 2003 and then with Danida between 2003 and 2012. In the first instance, Demaine coordinated a program co-funded by DfID, Sida and Danida in four countries; his role was to ensure consistent strategic direction in the four country programs in Thailand, the Lao PDR, Cambodia and Vietnam.This involved development of proposals for successive phases of funding, formulation of logical frameworks, integration of country budgets in consultation with the Country Programme Managers, direct management of the AIT-based programme specialists, regular reporting to the donors and to the AIT authorities, programme organization and support for the regular visits of donor reviews and evaluations and responding to their recommendations. In some cases, in order to reduce the burden upon field staff, these were combined reviews by all three donors, seen as a major achievement in programme management  
In the second case, as the longest serving advisor in Danida’s Agricultural Sector Programme Support in Bangladesh, he was a key resource for the programme, including having a major role in the design of the Regional Fisheries and Livestock Development Component on behalf of the Embassy of Denmark. Specifically, in the Greater Noakhali Aquaculture Extension Project (2003-2006), Demaine was charged by the donor to move the project (and other projects under the developing Agricultural Sector Programme Support) towards a greater pro-poor orientation. He also guided successive local Project Directors and Technical Assistance staff in detailed design of various interventions, day-to-day personnel and financial management, quarterly and annual budget formulation, progress reporting and monitoring and evaluation. 
In the successor project, the Regional Fisheries and Livestock Development Component, Noakhali, (2006-2013)Demaine was meant to take a more advisory role, leaving day-to-day management in the hands of the Project Director. In reality, however, the lack of experience of the local Project Director and the pressures placed upon him in the Government of Bangladesh system meant that there was effectively a joint management system, involving mutual consultation on management decisions. As Senior Advisor, however, Demaine continued to be largely responsible for donor liaison, for coordination with other Danida components, including the adaptive research programme operated under central funds, budgeting, reporting and Embassy Financial audit, development of various monitoring reports and coordination with review missions. He also played a role in the formulation of the new Agricultural Growth and Employment Programme, which started in mid-2013.
